1. Matters arising from last meeting
Electric car chargers are being used by staff and visitors. Payback is looking like 2 years. The latest figures are that they have made £950 in 6 months, this covers electricity costs. The optimiser has saved £4956 and 2000kg of CO2 in 6 months. JWP to contact finance to get latest figures on electricity savings.
The pollution monitors around the school are still active and collecting data. The good news is that our air quality on the whole is good, better than other schools in Cheltenham, well below WHO recommended levels.
PTFA clothes swaps and second hand sales have been successful and regular this year.
2. Science pond
Andy discussed this. The Eco club have come up with some ideas for this to encourage habitats and wildlife. Andy is planning to clear this and to put in a second hand fibreglass liner. With a liner on the edge of the pond to create a wetland area. Andy and Jon to agree a time for Ecoclub to begin clearing the pond of vegetation.  

3. Tree planting
Tree planting from last year has been successful. The Eco club went up and maintained these, 60% of the trees were still there 6 months later. JWP to order some more from the woodland trust.
